These Rules may be called the Mizoram (Selection of Candidates
for Higher Technical Course) Sixth Amendment) Rules, 2015.

They shall come into force with immediate effect
Rule 5 (1) shall be substituted by the following Provisions-

All applicants shall be classified into three categories for the purpose
of allotment of seats, viz :-

Children of local permanent residents of the State of Mizoram, as
Category - I,

Children of other permanent residents of the State of Mizoram as
Category - II;

Children of Central/Other State Government employees not perma-
nently serving in Mizoram as Category - I11.

An explanation provided below Rule 5.1 shall be substituted by the
following proviso :-

Explanation : For the purpose of this sub-rule.
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(@) The term “Local permanent Residents” means those who are indig-
enous (Zo-Ethnic people who are native inhabitants) people of the
State of Mizoram and have been residing permanently in the State.

(b)  The term “Other Permanent Residents” means those who are Non-
indigenous (Non-Zo-Ethnic people who are non-native inhabitants)
people of the State of Mizoram and those who are serving under the
Government of Mizoram or Government Corporation of Autonomous
Bodies under the State of Mizoram, or other recognised organisations
and in whose case, it can safely be inferred that they would reside
permanently in Mizoram.
